What forms of debating do we practice?

The primary form of debating is the Asian Parliamentary
debate, 3 on 3. However, we also teach the British
Parliamentary Debate, 2 on 2. Alongside, we also take a
keen interest in conventional debates, declamations,
extempore, open mics, and so on.
