Rules of Declamation Competition:
1) The language of the contest shall be Hindi or English only.

2) Contestants have to give a brief introduction of the speech they have selected and why
(including, when, where and why it was delivered).

3) The speech will need to be an extract of 3-5 minutes duration. The time limit will
be strictly enforced. Participants can shorten their speeches to adhere to the time limit.

4) The speaker is expected to memorize their speech and is not allowed to read it off
the screen.

5) The Competition is open for all University Students (Undergraduate, Postgraduate
and Students from Open and Distance Learning Programmes) across India.
Participation certificates will be provided to all contestants.

The competition will take place on Google Meet and the participants will be
expected to turn their videos on during their speech. In case of connectivity
issues, the participant will be asked to present at the end.

Contestants will be judged on the basis of Speech Selected, Verbal Clarity
(Annunciation and pronunciation of words), and Voice Modulation.
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
