Activities organized during the year 2015-16

January 2015 — June 2015

e JMCERP classes aimed at holistic development of children, covering school work, art and craft
and sports activities to encourage creativity and teamwork among them. Regular classes — 3
days a week. JMCEP classes conducted in the afternoons on Monday, Tuesday and Friday.
Student strength: registration of 85 JMC students who teach 110 children from classes Il to V1.
Areas covered: Bapu Dham Colony, Railway Colony, the colony behind Maurya Hotel.
Includes children whose parents are currently working as construction workers in the college
premises.

e Building a sound Library of Childrens’ Books: a one-week long contribution drive in March
2015 for JMC students to donate children's’ books.

e Developed an ‘Assignment Curriculum’ to ensure constant evaluation of the children and
monitor their progress and build their confidence in facing school tests/ examinations.

The Bake Sale: On 15" October 2015, JMCEP organised a Bake Sale in college to raise funds for
stationary and books for the children. JMCEP volunteers from different departments worked
together as a team and generously brought home made baked goodies for the Bake Sale.
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Collaboration with Green Peace and NSS: January 2016 witnessed a thoughtful initiative by the
Green Peace and NSS societies towards JIMCEP. They contributed new notebooks to the children
enrolled in JIMCEP. This act of generosity was much appreciated by the IMCEP team.
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JMCEP Get Together: On 29" February, 2016 JMCEP organised a get together for the children
attending JMCEP classes. The children practiced every day to prepare performances for the event.
With the Hall decorated beautifully, the programme began with a Prayer Song by students of class
IV and a Folk Dance by girls of class VI. Other events included a Song by girls of class IX and a
Folk Song by boys of class VIII respectively.

The get together gave the children a platform to showcase their cultural talents. As a small token
of appreciation for their participation, all the children were given refreshments and gifts which
included stationary and a note book to encourage them to keep at their studies and do well. The
event would not have been such a resounding success without the enthusiastic contribution of all
volunteers of JIMCEP.

Enactus JMC, formerly known as SIFE JMC, was founded in 2007. Our main objective is
empower people from marginalized and underprivileged segments to transform opportunities into
real, sustainable progress for themselves and their communities. Our current team has ----- number
of students drawn from various departments of the college. Enactus India is our parent
organisation, which has promoted community outreach initiatives with entrepreneurial spirit and
mission among the college students. Since its inception, Enactus JMC team has undertaken various
projects — Project Unnati and Project Sahan (to name a few) in the past. Currently we are working
on two projects — Youth Employability Program and Project Chaak.
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Youth Employability Program is a livelihood promotion exclusively designed for the school
drop outs / unemployed secondary school graduates / street youth / and for those from
underprivileged segments of population. This project is partnered by AD Executive Ltd which is
the training partner and such as Saksham Bharti & Deepalya, which are the NGO partners in
reaching out to the target group. The program is aimed at employment opportunity oriented and
marketable skills preparation. The project also intends to impart, if possible, to encourage tiny and
micro enterprise activities specifically suitable for the socially and economically backward target
groups. In the first edition of YEP, Enactus JMC successfully trained and placed 7 young boys and
girls in the retail sector, at Agarwal Packers & Movers and Spar.

In the second edition of YEP, which is underway, a total of 5 boys and 8 girls from the age group
of 18-21 were trained during December 2015 - March 2016. Currently, the project has been able
to get the support of Big Bazaar stores to give our students a firsthand experience of sales.
Bikanervala was the refreshment partner for the training period. Efforts are underway to suitably
place the second group of 13 trainees at retail outlets such as Shoppers Stop and V-Mart.

Project Chaak aims at supporting the potters’ community, who are a marginalised group in urban
Delhi. It is our intention not only to help them to market their products but also to revive the art
of pottery, an ecological product. Initially, the project worked with 2 potters from Uttam Nagar.
During the initial phase, we had a modest success in marketing Kulhads made by them both within
college and at external outlets; besides, the project also helped Sukhram, one of the potters to teach
pottery in primary schools such as G.D. Goenka La Petite, Happy Feet and Mother Mount -for
young kids.

At present, we have picked up a new target group of potters at Malkaganj, North Campus. We are
attempting to create a direct link between these potters and the customers by minimizing the
interference of the middlemen so that the potters earn suitable amount of profits. It aims at
providing sustainable employment opportunities to a target group of rural population of India,
thereby raising their income generating capacity and develops better livelihood options, elevate
the domestic industry, and curb environmental hazards of plastics and CFCs. The team is scouting
for marketing the products of potters in various markets and hope to reach its intended goal.

Enactus JMC participated in some of the competitions including the Enactus Nationals in July
2015 and Iseed Top Guns Business Plan Competition, SGGSCC Delhi University and, Social
Challenge competition, IIT Kanpur's E-summit.

To run our projects, we raise funds and some of our funds have been raised through the following
initiatives:

e Enactus Social Start-Up Fair was organised on 15" January 2016. The start-up fair
provided a platform for all the budding as well as established social start-ups to come
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together and increase their brand outreach and explore audience and talent acquisition
possibilities. It enabled various start ups such as Bliss Point, Reglobe, Exchange Karo,
Fangled & other Enactus teams such as Ramjas & Miranda House to showcase their idea,
product, service as well as sell them to potential customers.

e Monthly Stalls: We organised food & beverage stalls in college regularly for the promotion
of Project Chaak. Our members serve lassi, coffee & green tea in kulhads to revive the art
of traditional pottery at various college events.

Enactus JMC’s efforts have received positive reviews in DU Beat, University Express. Our
presence is also in the social media platforms such as Facebook, Twitter and Instagram.

The National Cadet Corps (NCC) at Jesus and Mary College (JMC) was incorporated in 1974. The
NCC JMC aims to groom JMC girls into disciplined, patriotic and confident women. In its three
decades of existence, the NCC JMC has trained more than 3000 female cadets. This year, 150
cadets were enrolled in the society.

The annual orientation of NCC was held on 9™ September, 2015 in Jesus and Mary College. The
occasion was graced by Chief Guest-Colonel A.K. Dalal, Commanding Officer, 3 Delhi Girls
Battalion, NCC. This programme marked the commencement of NCC classes for the newly
enrolled NCC cadets of JMC.
