those of others. In the MAAC Report (2015}, it has
bean accorded the “best practce’ of the collage.

In the academic wyear 2016-2017, 150 students from
the college registered s Dmemberz of IMCEP to
teach 176 children between mursery to Class 31 from
neighbonneg colomes of Bapu Dham Vivekananda
Camp, and children of constuchon workers residing
within the campus. Lakshita Iver (Socology, 3rd wear)
and Sharon Pandi Eabo (Polittcal Science, 2nd wear)
were elected president and vice-president respectivelw.
Core team members were also elected to assist m the
actihies of the society.

The TMCEP classes were conducted in the afternoon
from MMonday to Friday, Inm collaboration with other
societes and NGOs, vanous acimibes were orgamzed
throughout the vear amming at the bohste development
of children The teachers Ms Charu Gupta, s TTsha
Udaar, and M=, Somka Chauhan constantly gaided us
m the process.

Collaboraton with Enzectus: On Bth September, 2016,
the societies came together to spread awareness about
dengue and chikungumya to the children Vanmous
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ways of prevention and protection against the fiu were
explained and discussed. As a part of the awareness
drive, Odomos tubes were also distributed to the
children.

Film Screemng for Children: On 20th October,
2016, “The Jungle Book™ was screened for children,
marking the end of their examinations.

Jesus and Mary College Education Program (JMCEP) is an initiative aimed at empowering
young minds with education and values that go beyond the limited boundaries of textbook
knowledge. This requires reaching out to the members of the lower economic groups who strive
for a meaningful education for their families and children. With the guidance of the convener,
Mrs. Charu Gupta, JMCEP has been a torchbearer of commitment and perseverance in its pursuit
of spreading education and awareness over important issues of health, hygiene, cleanliness,
education rights and public wellbeing.

The annual activities for IMCEP for the academic year 2017-2018 began with JMCEP elections
in the beginning of the session. Sharon Pandi and Kristina Yasmeen were elected as the President
and Vice President respectively. This was smoothly followed by a deliberation regarding the
selection of the core team members of the society.

We organised numerous visits to camps like Vivekananda Camp and Sanjay Camp with an aim
to further IMCEP agenda of spreading education and awareness to the people of the area. The
members were warmly welcomed into the houses and they were successful in having a fruitful
session about the importance of education and JMC’s Golden Jubilee anniversary.

22. REMEDIAL COURSES

This programme, sponsored by UGC for the minority, SC/ST/OBC and other ktudcnts who need additional
help. It was introduced in Jesus and Mary College in the year 2005.

Classes are conducted for various subjects like English, Science, Hindi, Mathematics and Computers.

Students can avail ofthe text books needed for these classes.

The extra classes are conducted regularly by the teachers ofthe concerned Departments.

All those who scored less than 65% in class XII in English, Mathematics and Science must attend these
classes from st Augustevery year.

Needy students, especially minority, SC/ST are also taught Computer Skills.

We have been successful in helping the students to cope with the subject find difficult. These subjects are
essential intoday's globalized world, and competence in these subjects givesstudents an added advantage.

Remedial Classes Report

Remedial coaching is organized at the undergraduate level with a view to improve academic and
linguistic proficiency of the students in various subjects. To reduce the failure and/or drop-out
rate of students belonging to SC, ST, OBC and Minority communities pursuing higher education,
UGC had started providing financial assistance for conducting special classes outside the regular
time table during the 11" Plan.

The ultimate goal of this program is the mainstreaming of the students from economically and
socially weaker backgrounds. It raises their level of comprehension in the basic subjects to
provide a stronger foundation for further academic work.

JMC started Remedial Coaching classes in August 2005. Sr Jovita rjm was the first coordinator
for this program. Since the year 2009, this program is being coordinated by Ms Lissy Jose. The
coaching is given in subjects like English, Computer Science & Mathematics.
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Remedial program in English employs structural and skill-based approaches with equal emphasis
on grammar and core skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing for academic purposes
with the aid of audio-visual resources. Coaching in Computer Science focused on topics like;
introduction to computer systems, basic operations and MS Office. In Maths, students are taught
the quantitative aptitudes and derivatives, etc. Through this program, students are given
personalized attention to their specific needs.

The college management provides infrastructural and administrative support to the program and
it has been working very successfully benefiting many students.
